Subject: Regarding the provision of reservation under Article 16(4) of the
Constitution of India in direct recruitment to posts in State Civil Services.

Proposal:

In the Government Order dated 31.01.1995 (reference 1), it was decided to fix
the reservation quota for backward classes in direct recruitment to posts in State
Civil Services and in posts under the control of government organizations at 50%.
In light of this, as per Article 16(4) of the Constitution of India, the
implementation of this reservation was reviewed, and a 100-point roster system
was introduced as mentioned in Annexure-1 of the Government Order dated
20.06.1995 (reference 2). This roster system identifies the positions that need to
be filled according to the reservation percentages set for Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes, and other backward classes.

2. In the notification dated 23.10.2022 (reference 3), the Government of
Karnataka included Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Educational ...)
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In the posts within organizations and recruitments or appointments in State
services, the Karnataka Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Educational and
Reservation) Ordinance, 2022 has been issued. In the Notification No. Sakai 84
STP 2021 dated 31.10.2022 (reference 4), it was noted that under sub-clause (2)
of the first clause of this ordinance, all sub-sections will come into effect from
01.11.2022.

3. Inthe 4th clause of the 2022 ordinance, considering that individuals belonging
to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are socially and educationally
backward, the reservation for Scheduled Castes has been increased from 15% to
17% and for Scheduled Tribes from 3% to 7%, respectively, in recruitment or
appointments in State services.

4. In light of the above circumstances, the need has arisen to modify the roster
system defined in Annexure-1 of the Government Order dated 20.06.1995.
Therefore, the following order is issued.

5. Based on the circumstances detailed in the proposal, for the increased
reservation percentages allotted to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
the ordinance issued on 23.10.2022, the roster points for the vacancies to be
filled through direct recruitment will be identified and the 100-point roster in
Annexure-1 of the Government Order dated 20.06.1995 will be replaced by the
revised roster provided in the annexure to this order.

6. Except for this, there are no changes to the Government Order dated
20.06.1995,
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s order comes into effect immeadiztely. However, if the direct recruitment

process for any cadre has zlready begun, znd if such recruitment process is

pending as of the date of this order, that direct recruitment process must be
completed according to the roster specified in Annexure-1 of the Government

Order dated 20.05.1995.
